Mathematical Development
Mathematical Development in our Foundation Unit begins by giving children concrete practical experiences of number, shape and problem solving situations. This provides a foundation for the later development of abstract concepts. Children are taught maths. skills in small adult led groups and then given the opportunity to practise and develop these skills through planned activities in their play.
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
